In order to find all the information available on your subject, you need to follow a specific research strategy. 

1. Brainstorm at least 5 key words or synonyms for your topic.

Tip: Often the keyword “adolescent” lists many related issues. Try looking at “adolescent” in the World Book—either the print or online version.

2. “Shop” for information through a mix of available sources from the list below.

3.  Be sure to cite your sources by inserting appropriate information in Citation Maker. (See the sample here)

Tip: Try several key words when searching. You do not need to read an entire book but your topic may be covered in a chapter in the book. The index or Table of Contents should be consulted.
